1. TAKE	SOME	TIME	-	Join	our	Sunday	Gatherings	(and	other	meetings)	for

over	for	a	meal.		Please	feel	free	to	reciprocate	this	hospitality	as	well.

2. CONSIDER	UNITY	-	Carefully	read	through	our	beliefs	&	distinctives.		As	

you	work	through	this	information	please	seek	out	our	pastors	if	you	
need	clarification	or	would	like	to	discuss	a	particular	issue	a	bit	further.			
	
During	the	1-4	month	period	you	will	have	an	opportunity	to	hear	our	
leaders	handle	the	Word.		You	will	also	have	the	opportunity	see	our	
members	seek	to	apply	the	Word	to	their	daily	lives.			

	
3. KNOW	THE	PASTORS	–	Spend	time	with	our	pastors	and	their	families.		

If	you	become	a	member	of	our	church	they	will	have	the	responsibility	
to	“watch	over	your	souls	as	those	who	will	give	an	account”	(Hebrews	
13:17).	
	
Make	sure	they	are	the	type	of	men	you	would	be	willing	to	follow	
through	the	thick	and	thin	of	life.			

	
4. FORMAL	COMMITMENT	–	If	you	decide	you	want	to	pursue	

membership	with	Christ	Fellowship	then	set	up	a	time	to	express	this	to	
our	pastors.			
	
If	everyone	is	in	agreement	then	the	church	will	be	informed	and	their	
affirmation	will	be	sought.			
	
***Christian	baptism	is	the	immersion	of	a	believer	in	water	in	the	name	of	the	Father,	the	
Son,	and	the	Holy	Spirit.	It	is	an	act	of	obedience	symbolizing	the	believer's	faith	in	a	
crucified,	buried,	and	risen	Savior,	the	believer's	death	to	sin,	the	burial	of	the	old	life,	and	
the	resurrection	to	walk	in	newness	of	life	in	Christ	Jesus.	It	is	a	testimony	to	his	faith	in	the	
final	resurrection	of	the	dead.	Being	a	church	ordinance,	it	is	prerequisite	to	the	privileges	of	
church	membership	and	to	the	Lord's	Supper.	(BF&M	2000)
